sense of call from God which was affirmed by the presbytery. Stop and think about this for a moment--they
had nothing to go on except their faith in the Holy Spirit nudging them to create a place of worship, mission
and ministry. And they had one another. A remar

The story of our church is deeply impeded in the lives of ordinary people whom God called to be a part of the
witness of this place for all these years. Saying yes to God can be a little daunting especially when you think
you have to be productive or have a strong resume before you say yes. What faith teaches us over and over
again is this simple truth: GOD EQUIPS THE CALLED; GOD DOES NOT CALL THE EQUIPPED .

We have many more who offer their musical gifts for special occasions. We have a variety of adults who
volunteer in different ways to help children and youth grow in their faith either on Sunday mornings,
Wednesday nights, special weekend events or Work Week. We have people who step up and out to help
others in need locally and nationally. It is really quite astounding.

As we move into Gododos future, we can trust God td
been doing this here for 155 years. Take time to listen quietly to the still small voice in your head and heart.
Find a quiet space to say thank you and to be still, knowing God is God and there is no other. Help your
church move into its future with your generous time, your tithes and your offerings.

AChristian Nurture: is a way in which Chris
believers and their children in the Christian community is a process of bringing them to full
maturity in Jesus Christ. o Book of Order (W

We are beginning a larger discussion of what is Christian Nurture and how do we live out that ministry here.

Christian Nurture, formerly called Christian education, has traditionally been enacted through Sunday school.
Sunday schools originated in England and were i mp
created by Christian philanthropists to address the chronic illiteracy of impoverished children whom the
industrial revolution utilized for cheap labor, in essence imprisoning them in factories for six days a week.
Recognizing the realities of the time, Christians offered literacy programs on Sunday mornings in churches
which included religious education as a core comg
had established compulsory state education ensuring that reading and writing were learned on weekdays at
school; thus Sunday school narrowed its focus to religious education.

Wellintothemid-1 9006s, Sunday school continued to be a w
served the purpose of welcoming new members. More recently, societal changes such as rising divorce
rates, greater demands for employee mobility, and increased work commitments have impacted Sunday
school attendance. Since the 197006s there has be

attending Sunday school across all denominations in the United States.

At our church, we have our own story that mirrors this larger history. Specifically, in the last ten years, we
have gone from having well-attended grade level classes in Sunday school to an average total attendance of
two children per Sunday. Several factors have contributed to this decline including families moving out of the
Newton area, families participating in other activities on Sundays, families negotiating the complexities of
divorce visitation agreements that take children out of the community on alternating weekends, and complex
work schedules that involve weekend work for parents.

We on the CN Committee have been monitoring the changing needs of our families for some time.
Recognizing the significant change in attendance patterns at our various ministries, in March of 2010 we
called a working meeting for all concerned congregational members. Thirty five adults, youth and children
attended. As a group, we reflected on the previous year of CN programs, both on Sunday mornings and
Wednesday evenings, specifically considering the benefits of and concerns about those programs. We also
asked participants to describe what programming they would like to see in the future and discussed potential
benefits of and concerns with these options.

After prayerful reflection about the March meeting and continued conversations with parents, youth, children,
and CN committee members, the Committee has discerned that the best way to provide Christian nurture
opportunities to the families of First Presbyterian Church is through Wednesday evening programming. The
traditional Sunday school for K-12 does not accommodate the lifestyles nor meet the needs of our
congregation at this time. Should a change in circumstances call for a renewal of traditional Sunday morning
programming for our children, the CN Committee is ready to provide it with little notice.

We will continue to offer alternative Christian Nurture activities for K-12 congregants on Sundays, for
instance activity bags are available in the Narthex for children to use during the worship service.

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NASHVILLE 2010
A Mini Work-Week for 1¢t Presbyterian Church

The week of July 11 members of our church traveled to Nashville TN to help rehabilitate homes damaged by
the floods they experienced earlier this year. While the group was to have been 7 people, we encountered
health and water problems of our own and ended up with 3: Val & Steve McKee and Dave Boyd.

Lodging was provided by 2" Presbyterian Church of Nashville, a beautiful and busy facility which is
recovering from a crisis of its own: most of the buildings were devastated by fire just a few years ago. The
results of the rebuild are wonderful and include 2 kitchens, showers, washers & dryers and nhumerous
facilities for their youth programs. They also host a senior daycare program, meals on wheels, a program
called Room In The Inn which provides overnight housing for homeless people during the winter months and
others.

During our stay in Nashville we met a number of people working in volunteer capacities, learned new skills as
well as more about the workings of Presbyterian Disaster Assistance (PDA). Specifically we worked on
flooring and siding projects in 2 different homes. On the one hand, just like Cedar Rapids, there is much

work to do as many people are not yet back in the
seem as widespread and in many areas the water wa
i nches of water doesnot seem so bad, but even a f
devastating if itdéds your |living room and kitchen.

A recent analysis of the cost of mailing 200-copies of the Messenger each month, including postage,
supplies, duplicate copies to one household, equal $87.31 or $1159 annually. This amount does not include
the hours it takes volunteers to print, fold, and mail the publication. Because the Messenger is sent by bulk
mail, which is why we have to send at least 200, copies are not forwarded if there is an address change and
we end up paying double postage when the copy is returned.
